If you are registered in the Championship as Clubman or Over 40 you must ride in the same Class to get points at this event.  The course may be changed slightly for the afternoon.  We do appreciate it means the A’s, B’s & C’s are hanging around all morning, but we think your wait will be worth it.  We would welcome feedback, as to the format of this event.

We ask that you stick to the times above, in the feint hope that all will run smoothly!

Please remember there will not be a catering van, so come well provided for.   

Supplementary Regulations

Open to Melville Motor Club Members only - Entries close 10pm, Wed 27th September 2006.  Late entries or entries on the day will not be accepted.

1. To be held at Guildie Howes Farm, Middleton.  Will be sign posted off the A7  at Middleton, for Adult Solos, A’s (Expert), B’s (Over 40’s ), C’s (Clubmen) and D’s (Sportsmen).  Organised under the rules of the SACU and the Standing Regulations of the ACU for Hare and Hounds events.  Results will be mailed to all competitors who have supplied a SAE.  Classes and Awards: A, trophies for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd, B’s, C’s and D’s 1st down to 8th place in each class, or more depending on entries.  Awards will not be awarded on the day.

2. Signing On & Scrutineering will commence as above.  Helmets, dog tags and competition licenses must be shown - one-event licenses are available if no licence is shown.  Machines should be brought to the starting line 15 minutes before the start.

3. Race duration will be 2.5 hours and the target laps will be as follows: A (Expert), 16 laps; B (Over 40’s) & C (Clubman), 14 laps; D (Sportsman), 10 laps.  Ties will be decided upon number of laps completed and individual times of riders.

4. Lap Scoring Each class will have its own lap scoring gate.  Every competitor must ride at walking pace through this gate, to enable the lap scorer to take their number.

5. Refuelling/Repairs only in the designated PITS/REFUELLING area.  NO SMOKING (Penalty - Exclusion!) Every competitor should have a fire extinguisher adjacent to his fuel.  NB Fuelling, Repairs, Renewals can only be done in the pit area.  ANY MACHINE/RIDER WHO LEAVES THE COURSE OR PITS AREA WILL BE DEEMED TO HAVE RETIRED.  Engines must be stopped while refuelling - environmental mat should be used while machine is at standstill & fuelling.  Only riders, officials and 2 authorised helpers per rider are allowed in the pits & refuelling area.

6. Exclusion penalties

Smoking in Refuelling Area

Refuelling with engine running

Refuelling other than in Refuelling Area

Course cutting or riding in opposite direction to the course

Outside assistance except in Refuelling Area

Changing Machine during event

Excessive speed in Lap Scoring Area.

WARNING:  This event takes place in and around a disused lime quarry.  Access to the quarry itself is prohibited to everyone except competitors.  It has unstable edges, vertical drops, caves and tunnels.  While the safety of the riders is of utmost importance to us while setting out this course, what concerns the organisers is the presence of youngsters in the riders party that would find the whole quarry intriguing and want to explore all the nooks and crannies.  They must not be allowed to do this, but must be kept under parental control at all times.  It is not a safe environment for them to be wandering around in.

Acknowledgement of the risks of motorsport

Motorsport is an extremely dangerous activity. It is important that all competitors think very carefully about the risks they are undertaking whenever they compete.

It must be recognised by all competitors that there will be accidents and that a number of competitors may die, whilst others may be permanently disabled or sustain serious injuries and it could be you. All competitors must appreciate that they participate in motorsport entirely at their own risk.

One of the main risks in motorsport is obviously speed. Situations which would not give rise to major danger at low speed can have extremely serious consequences at high speed and in a competitive environment.

While the organisers will do their best to make the event as safe as possible, there will inevitably be occasions when mistakes are made. It must, however, be recognised by all competitors that where an accident occurs in such circumstances, any fault on the part of the organisers will not be the principal cause of any serious injury sustained. The dominant cause of any serious injury will be the fact that the accident happened at speed in a competitive environment. The risk of accidents is one of the inherent risks involved in motorsport and every competitor must consent to this.

The ACU/SACU is not prepared to accept personal injury claims (other than covered under the Personal Accident Policy) brought by competitors who have willingly participated in what they know to be a dangerous sport. Any claims will be vigorously defended, and this form will be used as evidence of the competitor’s acknowledgement of the risks inherent in motorsport and that the dominant cause of any serious injury will be his/her voluntary decision to engage in competitive sport rather than any alleged negligence by the ACU or any other party involved in staging the event.
