Scottish Borders Enduro Club

Beattock Enduro
Sunday 27th August 2006
Venue:-
To be held at Little Clyde Forest, sign posted from the A702 Crawford to Elvanfoot road.

Assembly will be at 8.30 am.

Riders 1-60 shall be scrutineered 9.00 to 9.30. 

Riders 61-120 shall be scrutineered 9.30 to 10.00.

Penalty for late scrutineering shall be 240 points.
First man leaves 10.30am.

Route:-
The course will be approximately 15 miles of forestry and going marked by tape, rope, and dayglo arrows. The number of laps and times to be posted at start.

Eligibility:-
Open to SACU & ACU Licence holders and to ACU Registered riders. One Day Licences will be available at the start. You will be required to show a valid membership of a Club before being issued with a One Day Licence. If you cannot produce a current Club Membership Card, a Competition Licence or a Registration Card then you will be required to join SBEC for the day. Please remember to bring these – it saves the Club time and saves you an additional cost.

There will be classes for Expert, Clubman, Over 40’s and Sportsman.

Entries:-

The entry fee is £40. Please enclose 2 SAE’s for riding numbers and results.

Entries will be restricted to the first 100 received. Entries close on Friday 18th August.

No late entries will be accepted.

Scrutineering:-
Riders must sign on prior to scrutineering. Riders must present their machines along with an ACU approved helmet (ie. with a twin-bordered stamp), a dog tag ( an ID disc with Name, Date of Birth & Blood Group (if known)) Your helmet will also be checked again on the start line. If you have presented a different helmet for scrutineering than what you actually use in the race, then you will not be allowed to start. Please ensure you have clearly visible numbers on three sides of your machine throughout the event. This is important so you get credited with the correct Test time. These should be black numbers on yellow side  panels with correct colour front panel ( Red Expert, Yellow C/man and O 40, Black S/man). All machines must be clean before starting. Machines will then be placed in the parc ferme to be left until it is your time to start.

Warning – Any machine presented for Scrutineering with a non standard exhaust may be liable to noise testing as per ESR 9 page 109 of the ACU Handbook

Starting:-
Each rider will receive a time card for the days run at signing on. At the beginning of the race, each rider will receive a starting signal at the exact time they are due to start. Riders may not start their machines prior to the starting signal being given Within one minute of that signal, the rider must start his machine on the starting line and cross another line twenty metres away under engine power. If a rider is not at the starting line when the signal is given to start, they will not be penalised providing they bring their machine to the starting line, start it, and cross the 20m line within one minute of the starting signal having been given. Riders exceeding this one minute time limit will be penalised 20 points. They may then start their machines in any manner they desire, but they must cross the starting line before proceeding en-route.

Special Test:-
This will be a cross country test which will be available for viewing from 3pm. Saturday. Riders must stop at the start of the test at point A. They will then receive a signal to start the test. They must drive their machine on the marked route through to the end of the test at point B. You will be timed through this part of the course. The end of the test is of the flying finish type and riders are not required to stop. Please ensure your 3 numbers are clean at the start of the test. Times will be to the nearest second.

Refuelling:-
Refuelling must only take place within the designated boundaries and only if you are using an environmental mat (eg. an old piece of carpeting). All crews must provide a fire extinguisher. All engines must be switched off when refuelling.

NO SMOKING NEAR THE REFUELLING AREA.

Time Checks:-
These will be marked with a white flag at 200m and a yellow flag at 20m before the check. Riders must not pass the yellow flag to check in before their designated time to do so. The exact time that they pass the yellow flag shall be the time marked on their card. A rider can check in up to one minute after their due time without penalty. You may enter the final check of the day without penalty. A rider who arrives at a time check more than 60 minutes after they were due to check in shall be automatically excluded.

General:-
Any unauthorised person(s) found riding a motorcycle or other vehicle in this forest at any time before or after the event will be reported to the relevant authorities and excluded from this and subsequent SBEC events.

At all times competitors and their crews must give way to other forest users, especially horse riders, cyclists and pedestrians. Slow down and be prepared to stop and switch off engines if necessary.

Dogs shall be on a lead and under control at all times.

The Club reserves the right to refuse an entry without giving reason.

The Club reserves the right to alter the course where necessary, to cut the number of laps or to abandon the meeting.

All competitors (and crews) shall obey any instructions given by Club officials.

The use of power washers is prohibited.

Riders are reminded the CROSSED ARROWS on parts of the course signify DANGER AHEAD ie Hidden Obstacles

Areas marked by blue tape are to be ridden at walking pace

Please ensure you take your litter home with you and respect the Country and Sporting Codes.
