Hi Guys

Sorry it took so long to produce the results – work and family commitments got in the way!!

Glengap was really set up like an old fashioned enduro (before my time I have to add!) – tough and challenging, with tight times and if you completed it you should be well pleased with yourself .  Sadly we did have quite a high retiral rate which I am always sorry to see – but I hope for those that did retire, that it has not diminished their love of the sport and will see them again in the near future.

I hope that most of you realised the reasons behind having tight time checks and an 8 min stop in the re-fuelling area.  Both Andrew and Brian the course builders, wanted to put on an enduro that didn’t just come down to your special test times for the results, but to include your “going on the course” as part of it too. But because time was tight, they also wanted to make sure everyone got a “breather” hence the enforced 8 minutes in the re-fuelling area (sadly some of you didn’t figure this one out).    The other reason behind the 8 minute stop was to eliminate the advantage that the riders with re-fuelling crew have over guys that are just there on their own.  The event benefited from this as both Murray Thomson and Derek Little re-fuelled themselves, leaving their better halves (Tracey & Rachel) free to help with the Fuel Check!!  Many thanks to all that helped out on the day – without you it wouldn’t have happened.

Time cards – oh there were some lou-lou’s!!!!  I thought I had laid out the times in such a way that it would have been easy to follow, but failed some of you.  For Selkirk will add along the top of the columns “Check Nos”, or “Time due in Check” which might make it clearer.  Perhaps I confused things by having a Fuel Check – it was just to distinguish between the checks – I hadn’t done a 2 check event before, so was learning as I went.  But won’t prattle on anymore as it was only a minority that got it wrong – will try to explain to them individually.  However the times weren’t the only thing amiss – someone – who has paid handsomely to stay anonymous (will share the loot with you later Tracy!) didn’t put his name, number, or class on his timecard!!!!!!
