Glengap & Laurieston Forests – Castle Douglas

Once again the Scottish Enduro Championship returns to the South West of Scotland and will be re-visiting two forests used in past years.  This will allow our course builders led by Andrew McConnell  to set out what will be another challenging event in the tradition of forest based enduros.  Luckily (??) as they are able to use both forests, this event will not be capped in anyway, so Sportsmen will also be able to win points towards their Championship.

However, the two forests are linked by a forestry road upon which there will be two way traffic.  Route checks will be placed at both ends and a time will be placed against each rider as they go though.  Plenty of time will be given to cover the distance at a slow pace.   Anyone caught speeding in this section will face immediate exclusion.  The Route Checks will be indicated by blue flags – riders must stop to have their number recorded and time noted.  

Would  like to take this opportunity of bringing to everyone’s attention a point of safety:-

ABSOLUTELY  NO  SMOKING  IN  THE  PITS, and standing two feet outside the tape isn’t a safe enough distance either.  And  NO USING  MOBILE  PHONES either.  This  applies to both riders and their crew.  Remember a rider is held responsible for the actions of their helpers - so perhaps you would  be better to have a wee word and remind them.  Might put a real strain on a relationship if you were excluded because your wife/girlfriend/partner/mate/etc was smoking in the pits. 

And also for riders coming from another discipline or perhaps new to the sport:-

Riders are not permitted to change wheels. – you may change a tube/mousse, but not wheels or tyres.

A rider can not accept outside assistance – helpers can only re-fuel (liquids) the bike and rider.  They cannot clean the bike, change tubes or touch anything mechanical on the bike. 

PLEASE  REMEMBER  YOU  MUST  HAND  IN  YOUR  TIMECARD  WHEN  YOU  HAVE  FINISHED  FOR  THE  DAY,  IT  IS  THE  ONLY  WAY  WE  KNOW  THAT  YOU  ARE  SAFELY  OFF  THE  COURSE. .  WE  CANNOT  LET  THE  FIRST  AID  GO  HOME  UNTIL  EVERY  RIDER  IS  ACCOUNTED  FOR.
