Scrutineering  

Scrutineering will be carried out under SACU Hare & Hound Regulations. Riders are to present themselves to the 

scrutineers with helmet, dog tags, boots, gloves and their machine. All machines must be scrupulously clean.

Race Start

Machines should be brought to the starting line 15 minutes before the start time.
All races start with dead engines – Le Mans type start will be at the discretion of officials on the day.
Iron men start first followed by Team classes with experts first.
Race Duration
12 hours.  Ties will be decided upon number of laps completed and riders on the same lap will be placed in order in which they took the chequered flag.
Lap Scoring

BAMCC will supply each entrant with a RFID transponder tag for this event. The tag will be attached during scrutineering in a location on the bike determined by the scrutineer (Normally on a plastic part at the front of the bike).The tag must remain attached to the bike for the entire duration of the event. All classes will go through the same scoring gate.  Riders must take the chequered flag at the end or they will be classed as non-finishers.

Environmental
No goggle Tear Offs allowed in Hare and Hound events. See 2012 Standing Regs. Riders may use Roll Offs- but must collect damaged roll offs to prevent injury to livestock. 
Refuelling/Repairs

Refuelling and repairs are only  permitted in the designated Pits/ Refuelling Area. 
Bikes only to be worked on in parc ferme’

Every competitor should have a fire extinguisher adjacent to his fuel.
Engines must be stopped while refuelling - environmental mat should be used while machine is at standstill & fuelling. Only riders, officials and 2 authorised helpers per rider are allowed in the pits & refuelling area.   

Any machine that leaves the course or pits area will be deemed to have retired.
Exclusion penalties

Smoking in Refuelling Area

Refuelling with engine running

Refuelling other than in Refuelling Area

Course cutting or riding in opposite direction to the course

Outside assistance except when Refuelling 
Excessive speed in Lap Scoring Area.
