Once again the Scottish Enduro Championship returns to the South West of Scotland into yet another new forest.  This allowed course builders Bryan McCleary, Andrew McConnell and team to set out what will be another challenging event in the tradition of forest based enduros. (Just how challenging will depend on Mother Nature!!) Entry will be capped at 110 riders.  As this was expected to be a tough event, no sportsman championship points are to be awarded.  Therefore Sportsman places will be limited and priority given to point scoring classes.

This will be the first event for SBEC for a few years, and the best piece of advice the organising team would like to give competitors is not to forget the midge repellent!!  However forgetting it may well provide the best incentive to keep you on the move!!!

Sportsman are reminded that this will be a tough event and although their entries are most welcome, priority will be given to point scoring classes ie, Expert, Over 40, Clubman E1, E2, E3 and Clubman B.  Sportsman entries will be held on a list strictly in order of receipt.  Upon receipt competitors will be notified that their entry has been received and what position they are on the list.  After the closing date the remaining places will be allocated to Sportsmen in order.  The lucky (if that’s the right word) Sportsmen will be informed as soon as possible.  

We do apologise to the riders in the Sportsmen class for taking their entries in this manner, but feel it is the sensible way to do it given the circumstances.
