ISDE TEAM PRIORITY
After several months of various proposal and opinion being put forward, it is still fairly apparent that there is no real concensus of opinion – and no-one has arrived a solution that appears “ fair”  to everyone.

Quite a few people are able to analyse the situation, but as suspected each solution seems to have a loophole which then appears unfair to many.

Many thanks to those who made the effort to forward their views.

The outcome for the immediate future is stated below.

National Teams

Priority will obviously be given to the British Trophy and Junior teams as in the past.

Club Teams:       -  Clubs Affiliated to ACU
Entry priority will be as follows:

·  ( 1a)   Initial rider qualification:   

Only riders who are currently or in last two years competing regularly in British Enduro Championship at Championship or Expert level may be included in Teams.  World and UEM participation can also be additionally considered

(   exceptions only made with approval of ACU Trials and Enduro Committee whose decision is final) 

· (1b) Financial and Support Obligations
 Any potential Club team must in the first instance – and  for any  future requirements laid down,  fulfil any of the above and  make prompt payment of all costs- e.g Entry Fee’s ,  Deposits , Support  requirements etc by due dates.
Providing the above initial criteria -  1a  & 1 b   are met – priority for Club teams will be as follows:

Priority A   -  The  Teams named  will be given the priority as shown on a rotational basis

 The above would take priority in that order each year –  hopefully 4 – 5 will get a place.
T&E Choice – this would be at discretion of T & E and would be the team in their opinion who could  contribute the most in terms of support etc for the whole British effort.   This choice could be changed if circumstances  changed – then the Army would take its rotational place in the grid.( However- this team would still  would still have to fulfil any other criteria  i.e Rider qualification listed in 1a and 1b above )
In the event of any of the above not wishing to send a Team OR any of the above not filling rider qualification criteria  – or failing to adhere to any other conditions such as payments of deposits etc;  teams would move up the order – and an additional team would be moved into the grid at the discretion of the T & E Committee
Any team in the above grid who failed to honour its support or financial commitments in a particular year, would be withdrawn from the Priority grid for the following year.
Additionally the T & E would retain its right to alter the selection process or alter the above at its discretion

Selection:  Subject to all other criteria / conditions being satisfactory it is proposed that Team selection would be the responsibility of

Army / BAFMA 

MCC of Wales   -  Welsh Motor Cycle Federation.

Scottish Team -    SACU

Northern England -  From Centres – 1,4,6,8,10, 11, 12, 20, 
( Above Team proposed by Northern Enduro Combine or Grouping )
Southern England -   From Centres -  2, 3,13,14,15,16, 17, 18
(Team proposed by SE Enduro Combine)
IOM   -   IOM Centre

NOTE :  If there are applications from Club Teams who are not part of the Northern or SE Enduro combine  respectively  - all teams will be studied and  the T &E Committee will be  given the recommendation  of a team from the following people:
For Northern England   - 1 member of Northern Combine &  1 member of T & E & 1 person from ISDE support team e.g  Logistics Manager or  Independent  Support member etc
For Southern England – 1 member of SE Enduro Combine, 1 member of T & E & 1 person from ISDE support team e.g Logistics Manager or Independent Support member etc    

In both cases the respective combines or groupings will select their own representative to above
In all cases the laid down rider qualification and other criteria will have to have been met.

Teams not selected for   N.England or S.England  would  automatically then be placed with other applicants as described below:

ADDITIONAL CLUB  TEAMS:  e.g.  B teams and those not listed above.

After priority grid A has been implemented:

Depending on number of applicants  – the criteria will be:

· Potential Teams may name up to 4 riders.   These will have to meet the initial qualification standard  in 1a and 1b .  Riders will have to sign that they intend to compete for that Club.
The potential teams will also have to meet any other laid down financial and/or support criteria

· Team priority will  then be based on the present and past ability of  the nominated  riders taken from following

Performance of named riders in the present year and/or recent  years  in : 

FIM World  Enduro events
FIM  European Enduro Championship

British Enduro Championship Overall results – Championship class

British Enduro Championship Overall results Expert Class
Past  ISDE  performances will also be taken into account 

The T &  E  committee will draw up a  points- based ranking  criteria  based on results in above which Team managers of potential teams will have to complete.
Special cases    e.g.  Established  riders who for genuine reasons have not been competing in World, UEM or BEC  e.g.  David Knight (!)  may be considered by the ACU T & E whose decision will be final

Any Team who in the opinion of the ACU T & E Committee submit the names of riders merely to gain a higher priority placing will be excluded from any potential priority in the current and following year.

· In the case of named riders having to withdraw through injury or other circumstance -  riders may be replaced without question from someone who has a higher placing in the ranking drawn up from the events listed above  

· In the case of a team wishing to substitute a rider with someone with a lower placing in the results from the  above this would have to be sanctioned by the T & E Committee  whose decision would be final – and  if not approved that team would be withdrawn at any juncture.
