Neil Chatham finishes 2011 on a High

Neil Chatham set out in 2011 to re establish his reputation in the British Enduro Championships after his 2010 European adventure ended prematurely with a broken wrist in Slovakia. In 2011 Neil has won the Under 23 E1 class in the British Enduro Sprint series and followed that with a Gold medal at the ISDE in Finland, at the weekend he finished the season with his best result in the British Enduro Championship Class at the Natterjack Enduro, 11th Overall for the weekend combined. 

The weekend started badly when he got a little lost on the second check and dropped a minute but he put that behind himself and set some really fast test times in the motocross special tests. Consistently quick enduro test times saw Neil finish 11th Overall in the Championship class, his best ever, despite dropping another minute in the tight penultimate check. This result was followed on Sunday with 12th Overall resulting in 11th Overall for the weekend consolidating his 3rd place in the E1/2 class and 5th in the Junior Championship. 
‘I thought I had blown my weekend right at the start when I took a wrong turn in the tight check costing me precious time but I just got my head down and carried on regardless. This is a really physically demanding event and I hoped that my fitness would see me pull myself up the results as the weekend progressed and that is exactly what happened. My Drysdale KTM Six Days bike never missed a beat and Euan Syme had the suspension set up perfectly for me. I would like to thank the Scottish crew who came down to help, Tracy and Murray Thomson, Johnny Little, Jimmy Ballantyne, Dod and Frazer Norrie, and my cousin Callum, I could not have done it without them and my dad for preparing my bike while I was at University. I would also like to thank my sponsors for continuing their support for me this year and I hope I have repaid them as I have finished every event I have entered this year without any bike problems at all. I set out to win a class in the British Championship and I did that in the Enduro Sprint Championship and I set my sights on a Gold medal at the ISDE and I also achieved that and now to finish with a my best ever result in the British Enduro Championship is just fantastic.’
