If Carlsberg ran a winter motocross it would not be very different to the day everyone enjoyed at Lochhouses Farm near Dunbar this weekend. The first round of the Melville Motor Club winter motocross series was run in ideal conditions including just enough rain on Saturday night to make the track perfect. Fast straights and really nice berms made it a day to remember for nearly 150 competitors.

In the A Class Craig Trew took the overall win as he is usually in a class of his own at Lochhouses but Gavin Robertson needed the first two races to get dialled in and pulled the pin in the final race winning it convincingly. There had been some bar bashing and Craig dropped back but fought back to second, securing the overall with Gavin having to settle for second overall. Jake Boyes rode consistently to finish third ahead of Neil Chatham and Mark Perfect who had raced hard all day, Mark fell in the last race handing 4th to Neil with David Houston finishing sixth.

The B Class was won by Ryan Johnson as he dominated the first two races, Paul Chatham was visibly catching but it was only in the final race that he managed to get a good start and took the third race win. Ivan Williamson had been in the mix in the earlier races and took the final step on the podium in third place. Michael Herdman finished 4th with Robin Bertram 5th and Stevie Currie Junior 6th.

The C class was full within days of the entries becoming available showing the popularity of this event for beginners and novices. John Moody won the C Class with Dylan Annand second after an up and down day with Alistair Wark third, Callum Jamieson finished fourth, Sandy Queen fifth and Bill Bruce sixth.

The best racing of the day was in the Youth MX2 Class, Zach Wood, John Adamson and Andrew McNicoll charged round at full tilt for all three races. Zach won the first two races but it was touch and go as John Adamson pushed all the way, in the second race he crashed just before the finish but still managed to hold onto third. In the final race John lead early on and did not look back taking the overall while Zach faded finishing second overall with Andrew McNicoll third. Fraser Pohlen finished 4th with Josh Hurley 5th and Greg Queen sixth.

Reece Wilson has been riding at Lochhouses for years now and it is great to see him progress through the ranks in a class of his own, totally dominating the Big Wheel 85 Class. Robert Bell also rode well to finish second with Lee perfect third, Ryan McNicoll fourth, Stuart Skelton fifth and Lewis Smith sixth.
In the Small wheel 85 Class Dylan Carnegie won with Aaron MacDonald second, Brett Baillie third, Jordan Gill fourth, Kai Stewart Fifth and Kristopher Crowhurst sixth.

The 65’s were run on a shortened track including one decent jump, Daniel Chisholm sail beautifully over it to take the overall after winning all three races. Andrew Pohlen finished second having led early in race two. Dominic Stevenson stepped onto the podium in third place with Lewis Mitchell fourth, Gregor Campbell fifth and Lewis Miller sixth.
